The doctors with whom | worked
were only able to communicate with those from their specific village. If you stay in Kampala, many
speak great English, but not really anywhere else. This was a big surprise to me. One more
tip...credit cards are not accepted anywhere, because of fraud and | also recommend you trade
back all your Ugandan shillings before you leave the country, as it's basically worthless anywhere

else. Just a few tips no book included.
