The

text itself seems comprehensive of hotels based on my current limited knowledge of

boston.----------------Edit:So I was finally able to find the TOC for this kindle book by going to the "first

page" and then moving one over. When searching, TOC is however blanked out. Not sure why/how



I missed this page during my first read through. I would still stand by my thoughts on arranging

activities before all of the hotel/restaurant info.

As I am fairly new to Boston and have frequent out of town guests, I have accumulated all the big

name Boston guidebooks. But I mostly end up leaving the books on the shelf except one --
