Laurence Anholt is the author and illustrator of several childrenâ€™s books about famous artists, all

available in North America from Barronâ€™s. They include  Degas and the Little Dancer, Leonardo

and the Flying Boy, The Magical Garden of Claude Monet,  and  van Gogh and the Sunflowers.

I got this as a gift for my niece who is 5 and she loved it, we spent some time after going through the

book looking at some of Matisse's art online. This is a great way to introduce a child to art and I was

so impressed with her reaction to it that I ordered a few more of the books in this series for

Christmas gifts for her.
